Motorcycle Stolen by an Unknown Person
Sukoharjo – Sofyan, an employee of Bioxy water refilling station, became the victim of motorcycle theft in Gumpang, Kartasura, Sukoharjo. It happened on Saturday, March 25th 2017 at maghrib. The street was quiet at that time. This incident happened when Sofyan was talking with the owner of Bioxy in the house. When he finished, he wanted to go to mosque but he could not because his motorcycle has been stolen. 
Then, Sofyan told the owner. Rini, the owner of Bioxy, immediately checked the CCTV. “I looked the situation around Bioxy was quiet because of maghrib time. In addition, there was no lamp next to my house. So, the thieves’ face could not be seen clearly.” said Rini. Sofyan talked with Rini about the machine filters. He said that the machine did not function well. During a long conversation, the thieves got a chance to steal his motorcycle. Even though it was parked in Rini’s neighbor, in which there were people inside, but the thieves could steal its motorcycle calmly. 
“I did not know if there were thieves here. My wife and I were in the home, but we did not hear and see something suspicious. Moreover, my door was opened. How could the thieves steal in that situation? I think that thieves nowadays moved very fast and had a lot of tricks.” said Parwoto, the neighbor.
Sofyan had reported to police on Sunday, March 26th 2017. The police promised they would finish a case as soon as possible. “I lost not only my motorcycle, but also my vehicle registration, some money, and my wedding rings. I put all of those inside my motorcycle seat. I was so upset because my wedding rings there. I had planned to marry in the near future.” said Sofyan.
This incident did not happen once in Gumpang. First, Bioxy also lost a mini bag in which there were money inside. Second, one of the citizen lost his mobile phone. Third, according to the witness, Amin, he had seen a theft in front of his house. “I saw a girl walking in front of my house. Suddenly, there were thieves that stole girl’s bag. I tried to catch them but I could not. She said not to report the police. She also explained that there were no valuable things inside.” Said Amin.
The village chief appealed that citizen to be careful everywhere and every time. He also added that called the police immediately if they lost something.
